Kadish, George (1910- ) 
Photographer  born  Zvi (Hirsh) Kadushin in Raseiniai.
He moved with his family to Kaunas at the age of 11 and studied engineering 
at the Aleksotas University. Before the war he taught mathematics, science and electronics at the local hebrew school. Kadish started developing an interest in photography and built his own cameras, including one designed for use on his trouser belt.  The subject of Kadish‘s portraits were varied.  He seemed especially interested in capturing the reality of the ghetto‘s daily life.  Camera in hand, or through a button hole of his overcoat, he photographed Jews humiliated and tormented by Lithuanian and German guards in search for food, or dragging their belongings from one place to another, on sleds or carts.  He depicted the severe conditions of ghetto life, he had an insider‘s eye for portraiture, the desolation of deserted streets, and the intimacy of informal, improvised gatherings. After Germany‘s surrender in 1945, Kadish left Lithuania with his extraordinary documentary account and mounted exhibitions of his photographs for survivors residing in displaced persons camps.  Since then, several museums, including the New York Jewish Museum have formally exhibited his work.  
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
