How to travel to Kaunas ?

By car:

· By car you can enter Lithuania without any border control at the polish-lithuanian and at the latvian-lithuanian border.  
By railway:

· From Warsaw (Warszawa Centralna) there is a daily rail connection to Kaunas; in Sestokai (Lithuania) all passengers have to change the train because of the change of the track gauge.


From Riga to Lithuania there is a rail connection, which does not run 
every day.

Traveling inside Lithuania: 

· From Airport Vilnius: Bus Nr. 1 connects Airport  (Oro uostas) Vilnius with the bus station and railway station Vilnius (direction: Stotis), the trip takes only 15 min. 
· Railway: from Vilnius to Kaunas there is several times a day a rail connection; rail connections to other lithuanian towns are much less frequent; traveling by train is very cheap.
· Buses: between Vilnius and Kaunas an express bus runs every 30 minutes; in general buses between lithuanian towns run frequently and tickets are very cheap. 
· Car hiring: In Vilnius and Kaunas you can find a lot of international and local car rental companies.
